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Governing Board News

Parents and Families of ACS:

As we near the end of the 2008/2009 school year, the Governing Board wanted to give a brief synopsis and a few highlights of the goings
-on of the past year at ACS.

e This has been a trying but successful year at ACS despite the economic recession and budget cuts from all levels of government.
Although it has not yet been determined by the State and District what our school revenue for PPR (Per Pupil Revenue - ACS’s
main soutce of income based on student count) will be for the 2009/2010 school yeat, the ACS administration and Governing
Board have committed to the retention of the entire staff for next year with no cutbacks despite significant cuts at the District
level and neighborhood schools. Everyone at ACS is fully committed to our students academically and to make staff cuts at this
point in time would undermine that goal.

e Academically our kids made great strides this year with CSAP and MAPS scores increasing across the board at all levels. As of
this writing, we have received only the 31 grade Reading CSAP scores with the remainder of the scores coming in August. This
tracks well with ACS’s commitment of getting back to academic excellence.

e The Policy Committee, chaired by Cindy Hazlehurst, worked extremely hard and put in long hours in shoring up the existing
ACS dress code, working with existing and new vendors to provide approved clothing, and defining the discipline procedure as
it relates to violations. As well, they have reaffirmed our relationship with S&S Sports for the approved hoodies for next year.
Fantastic work to everyone who served on the Policy Committee this year.

e In the ongoing issue with the Town of Castle Rock and ACS/CRLLC, we have continued our discussions and negotiations with
the Town on our proposed project and desire to replace our existing field with a turf field and add parking to our existing lot.
As of this writing, it appears as though ACS/CRLLC will go before the Town Council in July to present our case. Although it’s
been an approximate three-year process to date, it looks like we’re finally making strides toward the end goal of the project.
Look for further communication on this issue prior to the July Town Council meeting.

e The 2008/2009 school yeat saw a number of positions open-up on all three Boatds serving ACS including the Governing
Boatd, SAC, and PTO. All of the positions wete filled by new and/ot returning members to the Boards for the 2009/2010
school year. Thank you again to all of you who stepped up to serve the kids and ACS.

e ACS continued to add new technology to the classrooms and kids and we remain committed to the four-year technology plan in
-place at ACS. Although we’re not quite there yet, we are nearing the point where ACS is as up-to-date as any school in the
State when it comes to current technology.

e Aswell, we are committed to the replacement of old and obsolete desks, chairs, shelves, etc. and have completed the first year of
the three-year plan to update all classrooms.

e Finally, the Administration and Governing Board wants to invite everyone to get involved in committees, Board activities,
school functions, work day opportunities, and other volunteer opportunities over the Summer months and help make next year
an even more successful year.

On behalf of the entire Governing Board, we want to wish everyone a fun, enjoyable, and safe Summer and remember, there continues to
be things happening at ACS over the Summer months, so stay involved whenever you can.
